· Must be bolt-in with no altered frames. 

· No merger or lineage allowance.

· No 5.9 Cummins conversions; 5.9’s can only be in model as from the factory.

· AC:
·  D-19 to D17 not allowed 301’s

· 180 to 200 can run 301’s

· 210 to 220, D-21 can run 426

· Case:
· 900, 930, 1030, and such can run 70 and 90 series engines

· Ford:
· 5000 to 7000 series can run up to 268 engines

· 7810 can run 401

· 8000 to 9000 TWS can run 400 series engines

· IH/Farmall:
· 460, 560, 660, 656 allowed 301’s

· NO Diamond truck engines such as 401, 451, 501

· 666 to 686 are allowed 310 and 360 American or 312 and 358 German

· NO Diamonds

· 706 to 1586 cam rim 400 series engines

· John Deere:
· 4000, 4010, 4020, 4320, 4840 can run 400 series engines

· 2840 to 4030 can run 329 to 359 or 414 engines

· Massey Ferguson:
· 175 to 180 are allowed 236 Perkins; No 318’s

· 1100 to 1135 are allowed up to 372 Perkins

· Minneapolis-Moline:
· 4 cylinder allowed up to 403’s

· 6 cylinder allowed up to 805 HD’s

· Oliver 88:
· 15, 16, 17, 18 1950 T’s are allowed 310’s

· 1950 allowed Detroit 4 cylinders

· 1850 D allowed up to 384 Perkins

· 2050 and 2150 allowed 478 Hercules

· 2255 allowed 3208 CAT

· 2155 allowed 585 Minnie

· White:
· 2-70 allowed 310’s

· 2-85, 2-105, 2-110 allowed up to 385 Perkins

· 135 and 155 allowed 478 Hercules

· 150 and 585 Minnie

· 2-180 allowed 3208 CAT

· 100, 120, 125, 140 and 145 allowed 5.9 Cummins

· Sheet metal, fenders and grill MUST be factory APPEARING
